Reappear ance of the Christ

Whenever there is a withering of the law
and an uprising of lawlessness on all sides,
then | manifest Myself. For the salvation of
the righteous and the destruction of such as
do evil, for the firm establishing of the Law, |
come to birth age after age.!

Whenever men become indifferent toward
their duties and responsibilities, and when-
ever unrighteousness and disorder increase,
then, indeed, | manifest Myself. 2

To protect the virtuous, to destroy the
wicked, and to re-establish the sense of duty
and responsibility, thus | manifest Myself age
after age. 3

When we compare these three sacred read-
ingstothetimeswearein: theuprisingsaround
the world; the lawlessness going on in the
world; genocides, disease, hunger, poverty,
and lies; we see that our hope for the future
liesinthe Great Avatar, inthe Christ, telling us
that when these things are prevalent upon
the Planet Earth “then, | will manifest Mysdlf.”

These quotations are from a sacred book
called the Bhagavad Gita. The Bhagavad Gita
is part of the Mahabharata, an epic poem
handed down orally from generation to gen-
eration. Aswe read these quotes, they almost
sound asif they could have been found inthe
Holy Bible. However, when we read sacred
Truth, the Truth of God, such Truth will be
found written in all the sacred religious texts
from around theworld, whether it bethe Holy
Bible, theKoran, the Torah, the Bhagavad Gita,
or in the writings of ancient cultures; we will
inevitably see the recurrence of such Truth.
In different languages, in different religions
and faiths, thewordswill ring trueto all seek-
ersof Truth.

Aswe celebrate the Festival of Christ, the
Solar Festival of Gemini4, we must remember
that the religious world is waiting for the re-
turn of their Spiritual Leader.

In all the major religions “[sjome one is
expected and His coming is anticipated. Al-

waysinthe past, it has been
the religious teachers of the
period who have fostered
and proclaimed this expect-

When
the times are right the invocation of the
masses is strident enough and the faith of
those who know is keen enough, then al-
ways He has come and today will be no ex-
ception tothisancient rule or to thisuniver-
sal law. For decades, the reappearance of
the Christ, the Avatar, has been anticipated
by the faithful in both hemispheres—not
only by the Christian faithful, but by those
who look for Maitreya and for the
Boddhisattva as well as those who expect
thelmam Mahdi,” and the Jewish Messiah.

“...Christ comes forth for two reasons:
one, the inscrutable and unknown Cause
prompts Him so to do, and [two] is the de-
mand or theinvocation of humanity itself.”®
The return of the Christ “is consequently a
spiritual event, coming to usto bring about
great changes or major restorations, to in-
augurate anew civilization or to restore the
“ancient landmarks' and lead man nearer to
the divine. They have been defined as ‘ ex-
traordinary men Who from timeto time ap-
pear to change the face of the world and
inaugurate anew erain the destinies of hu-
manity.’”” The Teacher of angels and men
will come, wearetold, intimesof crisis. All
Great Ones, Avatars, when they return to
humanity and the planet will create situa-

tions “in order to bring to an end the old
and the undesirable and make way for new
and more suitable forms for the evolving
life of God Immanent in Nature.”® Great
Ones, the Greater and L esser Avatars* come
when evil isrampant. For thisreason, if for
no other, an Avatar may be looked for to-
day. The necessary stage is set for the re-
appearance of the Christ”*—the Greatest
of al Avatars: “the Master of al Masters,
and the Teacher alike of angelsand men.”1°

What is an Avatar? “Avatars are very
advanced souls that come cyclically to the
planet or to the solar system to lead hu-
manity and all thelife within the solar sys-
tem into a better life, into agreat visionin
harmony with the Purpose of the Solar
Life.”** Many believesuch atimeisimmi-
nent.

In the New Testament, the first chapter
of the Acts of the Apostles describes
Christ’'s Ascension and Reappearance in
thisway: “and acloud received him out of
their sight. As the disciples were looking
up, two angels appeared and told them that
the same Jesus, taken up from you into
heaven, shall come again in the same way
as you have seen him go.”

In the book Discipleship inthe New Age
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[, it reads, “The task is,
through meditation, to estab-
lish the knowledge of and the
functioning of those laws and
principleswhich will [prevail]
inthecoming era, the new civi-
lization and the future world
culture. Until thefoundation. ..
isat least laid, the Christ can-
not reappear; if He camewith-
out this due preparation much
time, effort and spiritua energy
would be lost. [W]e must as-
sume ... that there must be or-
ganized —inthe near future—
agroup of men and womenin
every country, who, under due
and proper organization, will ‘ smultaneously
and unanimously’ meditate upon those ...
measures and ...basic laws upon which the
ruleof Christ will befounded....”*?

What are the laws, the commandments?
Though wedon’t know exactly what the new
laws may be, the Teaching hasgiven usinfor-
mation by which to live our livesin such a
way that as souls, we will be ready for the
Reappearance. Some of these laws are:

1. Christ commanded “ And you must love
the Lord your God with all your heart, and
with all your soul, and with all your mind,
and with all your might; thisisthefirst com-
mandment. And the second is like to it, You
must love your neighbor asyourself. Thereis
no other commandment greater than this.”*®

But that second ancient commandment
has been advanced to this: Love your neigh-
bor more than yourself. Do you even know
your neighbors?Inarecent interview the Dalai
Lama said of Americans. “You cantravel any-
where in the world, yet you don't bother to
cross the road to meet your neighbours.”

2. Daily, pray and meditate. Daily, striveto
contact the spirit of the Christ. Each day pray,
ask Christ to guide your handsand feet inthe
direction where you can best serve in His
name, in the name of the kingdom of God.

3. The Mother of theWorld. The Teaching

Issa and the Skull of the Giant by Nicholas Roerich

reminds us about the “dual origin” of the
Cosmos. The Master M said that Cosmos
exists in the greatness of the dual origin.
Thedual originisthe Masculineand Femi-
ninePrinciples. The FemininePrinciple has
been called by many names. Mother of the
Universe, World Mother, and Sophia. To
the Esoteric Christian Sheisknown asthe
Holy Spirit, one of the Divine Triad. The
Ageless Wisdom, the Perennial Teaching,
tellsusthat the Mother of theWorld isthe
spiritual Mother of every child of Earth
whose heart is attuned to Hers, that sheis
thelnitiator of the Planetary Hierarchy, the
spiritual Mother of all the Christsand Bud-
dhas of human history.

Aswe consider thetimeof theapproach
of the Christ, we must also consider that at
thesametimewewill seethe approach and
reappearance of the World Mother, for it
must be so. HelenaRoerich says. “ TheNew
Epoch must manifest due respect to the
Mother of theWorld, to the Feminine Ele-
ment. ‘ The bird of the spirit of Humanity
cannot fly with only one wing.””

Christ said: A new commandment | give
you, that you love one ancther; just as |
have loved you, that you also love one an-
other. By this every man shall know that
you are my disciples, if you have love one
for another.”

Aswelook
objectively throughout theworld, from man
to man, woman to woman, family to family,
church to church, nation to nation, have we
been successful in carrying out this com-
mandment?

6. Purification of your heart. Through-
out childhood and on into adulthood, your
heart accumulates many pains and rejec-
tions.
